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Paleta krále Narmera Palette of King Narmer

Narmer, král 1. dynastie (3000 př. n. l.), sjednotil Horní a 
Dolní Egypt v jedinou říši. Tato paleta je břidlicová deska 
vysoká asi 66 cm, na níž je Narmer zobrazen jednou jako 
sjednotitel Egypta, který si podrobuje nepřítele, podruhé 
se svým doprovodem, jak přehlíží poražené nepřátele. 

Tato deska byla objevena v Nechetu a dnes se nachází v 
Egyptském muzeu v Káhiře.

Narmer (1st dynasty, about 3000 BC), often considered as 
identical to Menes, was the historical unifier of Egypt as 
he was the first Egyptian king of both Lower and Upper 
Egypt. Narmer is depicted on both sides. On one side he 

is depicted as the unifier of Egypt, subjugating his 
enemies. On the other side he is with his retinue 

overlooking defeated enemies. This tablet was found in 
the Egyptian town of Nechet and it is displayed in the 

Egyptian Museum in Cairo.
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
